	The Social and Behavioral Sciences at Merritt College is composed of six major discipline areas that have historically been and are currently critical to the overall liberal arts education of our students.  The disciplines include, Anthropology, Sociology, Psychology, Political Science and Ethnic Studies (ARFAM, MLAT, NATAM, ASAME).  There are two degree disciplines, AFRAM and Anthropology both offering AA degrees.  All of the courses in the six disciplines are part of the requirements for any AA/AS degree and for CSU and UC transfer.  Thus, enrollments are always strong.  Particularly, courses in the Social and Behavioral Sciences are in alignment with the college’s overall mission of addressing issues of diversity, gender, critical thinking, citizenship, global understanding and college proficiency in writing.  In addition, both Anthropology and AFRAM offer lab (hands on) application learning and have strong abroad course work.  AFRAM teaches 2-3 classes in the community per semester at churches and high schools.  We have lost 3 FT faculty that we are in need of hiring FT instructors to increase the viability of these programs (Sociology, History and Political Science).

	ACTION PLAN  -- Include overall plans/goals and specific action steps. 
Our central aim is to increase the number of FT faculty in the Social and Behavioral Sciences.  During this term (Fall, 2007) we have submitted formal proposal for one FT position in His/PolSc and next year we will submit for Sociology.  Although we have dedicated and talented PT faculty in all areas FT faculty are able to spend time marketing, holding programs, developing curriculum and alternative learning models etc on campus in ways that increase the viability of the discipline.
Increasing access to multi-media teaching equipment another important area we are working to build.  Measure A funds have been granted to order LCD projector “smart carts” as the majority of our instructors use technology in the classroom but Merritt has no multi-media library.  This will enable us to use technology in the classroom and demonstrate its use to students.  We have also ordered now computers for the Anthropology lab and the Huey P Newton Archive Center.

Marketing is needed to increase enrollments.  We see this as an institutional and individual responsibility.  Funds are needed to produce pamphlets and fliers.  Afram is working to build its study abroad and community classes which will also increase enrollment and program visibility.  Anthropology is working to build its study abroad and lab for similar reasons.
